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Pupils go off curriculum in show of support for teaching assistant Julie

Julie lost her beloved husband Shaun to bladder cancer last September. In May, their sons Ethan (21) and Aidan (18), supported by family, friends and neighbours from Croston, raised more than £18,000 for the charity by riding the 100km from their village home to Anfield and back to celebrate Liverpool FC fan Shaun’s life.

Inspired to take on their own challenge, the KS4 pupils of Class 11G decided to complete a sponsored triathlon. They covered a combined total of a 4,000m swim, a 30km walk in the park and a static bike cycle in the gym.

Proud class teacher Mr Kevin Murphy said: “All members of 11G were a credit to Astley Park School. They were amazing in wanting to take on this challenge and the way in which they planned for it and went about its three elements. 

“We are also extremely grateful to staff, parents and the school’s other pupils for the tremendous support they gave to 11G and which they have also shown to Julie.”
